	Teaching philosophy

	Step 1  Warming-up and leading-in  

1. Greeting.

2. Watching the video and then guess what kinds of musical instruments you have heard in the video.

(Justification: attract student’s attention to learn this topic)

Step2  Presentation  
1.  New words: guitar, sing, swim, dance, chess, play chess, draw, speak, speak English, join, club.

T: read the new words.

Students: read the words follow the teachers

T: Ask two students to act a little teacher to teach the new words.

Students: read them.

2. Writing

T: Ask four students to write down the words from memory on the blackboard.

Then Check the answers with the class together.

4.Learning the Verb phrases : I can dance／swim／sing／"··But I can’t dance／swim／sing so on.

5.Students look at the picture in 1a. Then read the words and phrases. Let Students match the activities with the people. 

T: Ask students to answer the question in 1a.

   Then Check the answers with the class together. 
Step3  Looking and reading

1. T: Tell the students what dose he do. For example: Look the picture ,what does the do ? He sings a song. Can you sing?  Yes, I can. ／ No, I can. ／ I want to join the music club.

Look the next pictures.

T:Ask some students to answer my questions. For example:Can you dance? Yes, I can. ／ No, I can.／ I want to join .... 

2. Game

T: Show some picture in PPT, let the students guess and read.

Students: Practice the next picture follow the example.

(Justification: let student’s master the languages of the topic)

Step4  Pair work 

1. Ask the Students to practice the words and conversations with a partner. Then make their own conversations. 

2. Interviewing (In groups, discuss the following question: what can you do ? I can ... but I can’t...

(Justification: to make the student master the useful phrases and develop students’ writing ability  .)

 Step5  Listening 

1. T: Now let’s listen to the tape, find out the right conversation, and number them 1-3. 

2. Listen again and answer the questions

 Step5  Pair work 

1. Ask the Students to practice the conversations in 1b with a partner. Then make their own conversations. 

 Step6  Exercises
