	Step 1. Lean-in and Revision

 2. Say to students : How to write well. What did Simon prepare for
   before writing. Now let me tell you. And give some questions if
   necessary. 

Step 2. presentation 
 1. Tell students : Simon collected some information about something
   amazing of sandwich.

 2. Present the notes of Simon’s. Ask, answer and try to organize the notes into complete sentences. /Collect the information before the writing and get ready for writing the article.
